CHARTER FOR USER‑COMPUTER INTERACTION (UCI)

TECHNICAL SUBGROUP
SCOPE

The User‑Computer Interaction Technical Subgroup will address current and potential problems of interfacing users and computers. The users will include the system‑end users, designers, and the developers/maintainers. The critical feature will be that the "user" functions "interactively" with a computer system and its software.

GOALS
o Provide a vehicle for the exchange of technical information, programs, and experiences in research and application relating to user-computer interactions.

o Encourage coordination among Government agencies involved in application of human factors engineering to improve the user-computer interaction.


o Identify user-computer interaction technology gaps.

MEMBERSHIP
o Interested personnel from Government agencies including, but not limited to USN, USAF, USA, Coast Guard, NASA, and FAA.

o Representatives of technical and industrial associations as appropriate under HFE Technical Group policy.

OPERATING PROCEDURES

Chair

1. Chair will be nominated and elected by membership attending the election meeting.

2. Chair will serve a two‑year term.

3. Chair will be rotated between USN, USAF, and USA.

4. The Chair's duties will include:




o scheduling and presiding over SubTG meetings.




o preparation and distribution of meeting agendas and minutes.




o delegation of action items.




o maintenance of Subgroup files and membership roster.




o reporting to HFE Technical Group on activities, accomplishments, etc.




o delegation of a recorder at each meeting.

General


1. The UCI will meet semiannually.

2. Meetings will include presentations on UCI problems, research, and applications by selected members, Government contractors, and where appropriate, private concerns involved in UCI topics of interest. Also, informal discussions on these topics will be encouraged.

3. The UCI Technical Subgroup will recommend presentations to the HFE TG or other SubTGs when topics are deemed of interest to that group's general membership.

PLANNED/POTENTIAL ACTIVITIES

o Sponsorship of technical symposium or user‑computer interaction as warranted by level of interest.

o Establish and publish UCI newsletter.

o Review and recommend changes in UCI sections of military standards, specifications, etc.
